GETTING AROUND IN SAN ANTONIO
Many hotels in this Downtown Core are within a walking
distance of the Convention Center. In order to keep the
registration fee affordable, no door-to-door shuttle bus service
will be available in the Downtown Core. There will be identified
stops for a downtown loop shuttle for those needing
transportation. A limited-schedule bus shuttle will run between
the Convention Center/Stadium area and hotels and motels
outside the Downtown Core of hotels, e.g., airport hotels.

On-site fees will apply to registrations postmarked or received after
May 14; forms received after that date may not be processed, so
plan to register on-site at the Convention Center (Preregister to
avoid waiting in long lines).

HOUSING INFORMATION
Housing reservation information, including the Housing Bureau's
contact information, will be included with your registration
confirmation. Because of the number of hotel rooms available in
San Antonio, housing for the 2010 International Convention will
be on a first-come, first-served basis. However you must be
registered for the Convention before you may make your
reservations. Once we have received your registration form and
payment, you will receive housing information by the same
method you sent in your registration.
